Life, is not a journey to the grave with the intention of
arriving safely in a pretty and well preserved body, but rather
an adventure that ends skidding in broadside, totally worn out
and proclaiming, "WOW, what a ride!" - Pastor Greg Hollis, 11/13/11

This quote describes the past few months pretty well. We've

been on a crazy ride helping our 19 year old adopted
daughter get through her first semester at college, building a

contracting business, coaching 15 people in the Isagenix nutrition

plan that helped Tracey lose 36 Ibs and Drew lose 10 Ibs, and

working with area youth pastors on a couple of projects. We've

provided several services to area youth pastors. We preached
at a lock-in, at a Friday night youth service, we taught a group
of student leaders how to run games on their youth nights,

designed a flier for another youth pastor’s event, setup a youth

ministry with an automated way to post devotional PDF’s to their

facebook feed daily, attended a baby dedication for one of
our kid’s kids, had three other young adults over for dinner and
a chat, and we've joined two small groups at the church on
Sundays and Mondays. We also had two brainstorming
conversations with a youth pastor who was dealing with a
stressed out student who had started cutting due to issues at
home. Busy doesn’t begin to describe it all.

The eventual dream is for God to open the doors and
provide the means for us to open a year round girls camp to
address the issues He has called us to minister to. Short term,
we are now approved foster parents, and will be available to
provide respite care to area foster children starting December
1st. The Lord had us sketch up a dream addition on the house,

that would allow us to accommodate more teenage guests in our

home, and in our family, as God provides the finances to do so.
It includes a lower level 3 car garage & workshop for the
business, a master bedroom, office & nursery on the main floor,
and a two bedroom transitional apartment on the third floor

along with a deck out the back with storage underneath & solar
on the roof. This would free up a bedroom in the “kids” wing of

the house & give us some much needed office space. We've
considered house hunting, but God has been very clear that we

are NOT to move as we are located exactly where he wants us,

and we are not to refinance the house at this time. That means
that if God wants to build this addition, He’s going to have to
provide the expertise and the finances to do it as well as the
finances to support the extra teens we would then have the
facilities to minister to. We could do some of the work, but that
might take away from the mission & focus God has given us.
And maybe we need to see what it’s like with two teens in here
first... but when God speaks, we need to write it down.

Here’s a brief snapshot of what God has been doing in our
work and ministry opportunities recently.

* A bit of a prodigal, one of our young adult kids was passing
through town and we coaxed her to stop in for a home cooked
family dinner and movie night.. We were able to share God’s
love with her, pray with her and bless her. Later that evening, she
posted on her facebook wall, “had a great day/night with my
other parents who have always been there for me and have shown
me true love. Really needed this. Thank you Drew & Tracey Cope.”

* God has allowed us to use our many years of youth ministry
experience to be a blessing to area youth pastors through
consulting on tough student challenges, newsletter and flier design,
and even some website and social media work, which is helping
them be more efficient & more effective stewards. Praise God!

* We went out to dinner with two young adults who have worked
very hard this summer to destroy the idols they created in their
lives and are now working very hard to work out their salvation,
desiring to follow God’s plan for their lives, keeping Him first;
before their own hopes and dreams, rules and expectations, and
learning to trust Him for everything.

* We were invited by an area youth pastor to teach a group of
student leaders how to run games at their weekly youth service.
We had a lot of fun and the students seemed to enjoy the evening.

* We preached at a youth service on powerful prayers, addressing
the power of our words, consistency in prayer, incorporating
scripture and God’s promises in our prayer, and challenging them
to go deeper in their relationship with their Heavenly Father, with
Jesus as their Lord and the Holy Spirit as their guide & counselor.

* We had the awesome privilege of attending the baby dedication
for one of our kids’ beautiful daughter. In spite of some poor
choices in the face of overwhelming family drama & circumstances,
this young woman is committed to finding a way to make a good
life for her and her child. She has a long road ahead of her and
several key people in her life have made it known that they are
unwilling to help her, but she is undeterred. Pray that God makes
her into fertile soil so that His word can take root in her life without
danger of being snatched away and that God continues to put
people into her life who will help her grow in the Lord.

* At a recent lock-in, we taught a group of middle school students
how to deconstruct a movie and use it to communicate the good
news to their friends, while at the same time, teaching them about
the nature of the spiritual battle we all face. We showed various
clips from the movie “Hook” and talked about the realities of life
and how we can walk out scripture in our lives while being aware
of the devil's schemes, fleeing temptation, standing firm against
attacks from darkness, and praising and seeking the Lord our God
through all of it. Both the message & ministry time were powerful.
Several students shared their struggles and asked for prayer.

In 2009, God showed us that we would have 5 kids in our
home... The first and the fifth would be really tough cases. The
three in the middle would a boy and two girls. We are already
through the first three and are expecting another teenager to
enter our home at some point. We know we are called to do
short term work, emergency room style, which means we invest
some intense effort loving them and helping them get their lives
onto the right path, and then we are to help them find the
resources to keep moving forward. We think that our role as
foster parents will play into this. We haven’t ruled out re-
applying to Milton Hershey in the future, but it’s not on the radar
right now. We don’t have a timeline for the home addition or
the girls camp, but the Lord’s timing is always perfect.

We continue to ask the Lord to show us His plan for how He
will financially support the ministry He has called us to. We
have five potential streams of income that the Lord has provided
& we are seeking His direction for which one to focus our efforts
on. Currently, we are (1) raising support, (2) doing contracting
work, (3) coaching individuals in the use of Isagenix, the
program which helped Tracey lose 36 Ibs. (4) building custom
bunkbeds through 1-800-BunkBed and (5) providing services to
youth pastors including web design, social media integration,
flyer design & creation and more.

Every day is an adventure in listening to the Lord and asking
for fresh daily manna. Several folks have been led to partner
with us to help kids. Some have given one time gifts, checks, gift
cards to Giant, Acme, Redners, Sunoco & Wawa, and others
have become automatic debit monthly supporters. We are so

thankful for your support both in prayer and in financial support.

All of this facilitates our ability to focus on teenagers rather than
striving (Eccl 2:22) to pay the bills.
